2018 BUILDING 
CODES ADOPTED 

 

  After several Town Council meet-
ings and input from the public, the 
2018 International Building Codes           
Ordinance 21-159 was passed and 
adopted on April 20th. Except for 
emergency measures, ordinances, 
resolutions and franchises become 
effective 30 days after its passage by 
the Council and signature by the 
Mayor.

OPEN SPACE & TRAILS 
ADVISORY COMMITTEE 

(STANDING) 
 

  The Town needs volunteers to          
participate as Executive Members and 
Associate Members of the Open Space 
and Trails (OSAT) Advisory Committee 
(Standing). The Committee has a  
Master Plan that serves as the basis 
for the physical creation of trails,     
trailheads and other recreational     
opportunities within the Town. Copies 
of the Open Space and Trails Master 
Plan are available at the Town Hall and 
online at www.dhaz.gov. 
  The meetings of the Standing         
Committee will be subject to Arizona 
Open Meeting Law and will be        
conducted under Robert’s Rules of 
Order. The day and time of the     
meetings are to be determined. The 
committee will be  responsible to report 
to the Town Council on a regular basis. 
Only Executive Members will have the 
ability to vote on matters before the        
Committee. However, Associate   
Members may participate in             
discussions and with the preparation of 
the meeting agendas. 
  To be eligible as an Executive    
Member you must be a resident of 
Dewey-Humboldt and willing to serve a 
term of two years. The terms of       
Associate Members will be indefinite 
and they may reside anywhere. 
  If you have an interest in participating, 

but also have questions, you can call 

the Community Development Director, 

Steven Brown, at 928-632-7362. To be 

considered, you will need to submit a 

completed Vacancy Application Form 

to Town Hall. Vacancy forms are   

available online at www.dhaz.gov or at 

Town Hall.

STAGE II FIRE 
RESTRICTIONS IN PLACE 

 

  As of June 11, 2021, Dewey-
Humboldt is in Stage II Fire            
Restrictions. The Stage II Fire       
Restriction area includes the 42 
square miles of the City of Prescott 
and the 365 square miles of the 
Central Arizona Fire and Medical    
Authority (CAFMA) which includes the 
Towns of Prescott Valley, Dewey-
Humboldt, Chino Valley, and Paulden. 
CAFMA’s jurisdiction also  applies to 
areas surrounding the City of Prescott 
such as Williamson Valley, upper  
Copper Basin Road, the Mountain 
Club area, Ponderosa Park off of 
White Spar Road, and the Senator 
Highway area of Karen Drive, Sweet 
Acres, and Oak Knoll Village along 
with the areas of Government Canyon 
and Diamond Valley which are south of 
Prescott. 
 

Stage II Fire Restrictions: 

¶ NO burn permits will be issued-
residential or commercial. 

¶ Use of model rockets is            
PROHIBITED. 

¶ Use of fireworks and other       
pyrotechnic displays are         
PROHIBITED except by          
commercial special events permit. 

¶ NO smoking outside of vehicles, 
outside of residential yards, or  
outside of designated smoking  
areas. 

¶ NO outdoor use of firearms. 

¶ Welding, cutting and grinding is 
PROHIBITED (Permission may be 
granted under special                
circumstances and repair          
situations as approved by the Fire 

Marshal).** 

¶ Chain saws are allowed with a 
spark arrestor, water or fire       
extinguisher and a fire watch. 

¶ Warming fires, camp fires, as well 
as charcoal and wood burning  
barbecues (ember and ash       
producing) are PROHIBITED in all 
locations. This also prohibits the 
use of other devices that produce 
open flame such as tiki lamps. 

 

¶ Outage Map/Alerts. View our inter-
active map at aps.com/
outagecenter or on the APS app. 
Sign up for text and email alerts to 
stay up to date. 

¶ Resources. Have flashlights, bat-
teries, a portable cell phone charger 
and extra water on hand. For more 
tips visit aps.com/outagecenter. 

¶ Downed Power Lines. Stay al least 
100 feet away and call 911 first, 
then APS at (800) 253-9408.

DO YOU NEED 
A STREET SIGN? 

 
  Each year, through County property 
taxes and the Town’s budget, the     
residents of Dewey-Humboldt spend 
roughly a million dollars for our first-
responders services (fire, ambulance, 
and sheriff). When called, these local 
heroes need to locate you and while 
GPS sometimes is enough, street and 
address signs are the more common 
means of finding your whereabouts. 
  The Town is responsible for street 
signs on their roads, but homeowners 
are responsible for street signs on    
private roads, and almost half of all   
parcels within the Town limits are on 
private roadways. 
  Per Town Codes § 50.14 & § 153.112, 
and the adopted Yavapai County    
Planning and Zoning Ordinance,      
Section 604 (Street Naming and       
Addressing), the intersection of each 
private road shall have a street sign that 
meets the following standards: 
 

1) Length of the sign not to excel forty-
two inches (42”). 

2) Sign blade to be six inches (6”) 
wide, extruded aluminum with a 
0.080 web thickness and a 0.250 
flange thickness. 

3) Sign letters will be reflectorized. 
4) Legend and background shall be 

contrasting color and shall have a 
white message on a brown back-
ground for private roadways. 

5) Four inches (4”) shall be the       
minimum letter height for names. 

6) Two inches (2”) letter height to be 
used for suffix designations (and  
directional prefixes, if used). 

¶ The use of propane, natural gas 
or other gas flame-producing 
barbeque cooking grills or fire pits 
MAY BE USED as long as they 
are constantly attended, are in an 
enclosed device, and can be 
turned off. 

**Certain activities including 
welding, cutting, grinding (any 
spark/flame producing activity) 
outdoors shall require the     
following: 

1) A Fire Department permit for a 
specific time period, location, 
and activity granting             
permission to conduct such 
activity in a safe manner. 

2) A fire watch, an individual for 
the sole purpose of watching 
for any sparks and/or ignition. 

3) Firefighting tool(s) such as a 
shovel. 

4) Approved water supply      
available from a hose, water 
truck, etc. 

 

  Stage II Fire Restrictions will stay 
in effect until we receive significant 
rain throughout the area to justify   
lifting these restrictions. For more  
information, please visit http://
www.prescott-az.gov/services/fire/ or 
www.cazfire.org. 
 

 

WILDFIRE PREPARATION 
FROM APS 

  Providing safe, reliable energy is 
APS’s top priority. That’s why they 
work year-round to prepare for wild-
fires. These extra precautions could 
result in longer than usual outage 
times. For example, their crews will 
visually inspect lines before restoring 
power, or power lines may be tempo-
rarily taken out of service to protect 
firefighters.

¶ Vegetation/Trash. Mow grass 
and weeds. Thin and prune trees 
and shrubs. Throw trash away 
properly. 

¶ Emergency Plan. Sign up for 
emergency alerts through local 
resources and visit wildlandfir-
ersg.org to create a preparedness 
plan.

Street Sign (Continued) 

7) Conventional abbreviations are   
acceptable EXCEPT for the street 
name itself. 

8) Letters shall be either heat activat-
ed 3M#2290 or equivalent, or pres-
sure activated 3M#3290 or equiva-
lent. Normally a type “C” letter will 
be used; however, a type “B” letter 
may be used if needed to get the 
name on the sign. 

9) Sign backing material shall be     
engineer’s grade 3M#2277 or    
equivalent. 

  This is an enforceable ordinance and 
property owners can be cited and fined 
daily if they are not in compliance. 
  If your private road does not have  
appropriate street signs, please      
communicate with your street      
neighbors to resolve this issue. If you 
require guidance and recommenda-
tions, please contact the Town at (928) 
632-7362 to discuss this subject or 
request an appointment.
